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FACTORS AFFECTING ALCOHOL CONSUMPTION:
REGIONAL ANALYSIS

Abstract. The purpose of this work was to identify factors affecting the volume of sales of alcoholic
beverages in the regions of the country. The main research method was correlation analysis based on official
statistics of regional development for the period from 2010 to 2020. As a result, a close relationship was
revealed between the volume of sales of alcoholic beverages and the spread of alcoholism. The dynamics of
changes in the volume of sales of alcoholic beverages over the past 10 years is shown, a decrease of 2.5
times is noted, an explanation of why this happened is offered. The factors influencing the consumption of
alcoholic beverages were also identified, among which the main indicators characterizing the level of well-
being of the population: monetary income, poverty and unemployment. The results of the study expand our
understanding of the importance of the studied indicator for the development of regions and the
mechanisms of influence on it.

INDIVIDUAL HOUSING CONSTRUCTION MARKET:
REGIONAL SECTION (ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE REPUBLIC OF TATARSTAN)

Abstract. The development of individual housing construction is one of the effective tools for solving the
housing problem of Russians. The changes taking place in the foreign policy and socio-economic
environment have a significant impact on regional housing markets. The purpose of the study: to identify
the main factors affecting the functioning of the regional market of individual housing construction, and to
assess the prospects for its development. Research methods: the main research methods were the
quantitative method based on the collection and analysis of official statistical data, as well as general
scientific methods of analysis, comparison, systematization and generalization of results. The results of the
study: a comparative analysis of the indicators of the commissioning of individual housing construction
facilities and the provision of housing for the population in the Republic of Tatarstan and in the subjects of
the Volga Federal District was carried out, trends in the development of the mortgage housing lending
market were studied. The main problems and features characteristic of the market of individual housing
construction of the Republic of Tatarstan are revealed: the high cost of land plots for the construction of
low-rise housing; the lag of the actual demand for individual housing from the potential demand; an
imbalance in the development of transport, engineering and social infrastructure; the lack of
standardization of the individual housing construction market; the lack of a clear territorial planning
strategy. Conclusions: promising areas to support the segment of individual housing construction in the
region may be the improvement of state regulation tools aimed at stimulating solvent demand, including
mortgage lending and escrow accounts system; transition to the integrated development of individual
housing by professional developers using standard project documentation and prefabricated house kits;

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FORMATION OF METHODOLOGICAL APPROACHES TO THE MANAGEMENT
OF INTEGRATIVE SECURITY IN RURAL AREAS OF THE REGIONS

Abstract. The article reveals methodological approaches to the management of integrative security in rural
areas of the regions in the conditions of transformation of socio-economic systems. Objective: formation of
theoretical approaches and practical recommendations to ensure integrative economic, social, environmental
and technological security of integrated socio-economic development of rural territories of municipalities of
peripheral regions of the Russian Federation. Research objectives: to determine the content of the concept of
integrative security; to consider the essence of the main stages of the methodology of integrative security
management in rural areas of the regions; to reveal the content of the model of formation and use, innovative
diversification and quality improvement of the potential of integrative security; to determine the basis for the
formation of a system of proactive management of integrative security in rural areas of municipalities of the
regions. Methodology. General scientific research methods were used as the methodological basis of the study
in solving the tasks set: methods of systematic and logical analysis, methods of expert forecasting, allowing to
provide reasonable and reliable conclusions based on the results of the study. Results: The article reveals the
problems of the formation of methodological approaches to the management of integrative security in rural
areas of regions in the conditions of global transformation of economic systems. The concept of integrative



security as a connected integral system combining economic, social, environmental, technological and political
security is considered. It is formulated that the main approach to ensuring integrative security is a resource-
process approach, which consists in restoring, preserving and developing the balance of resource consumption
(goods and services) and their production or transfer on the territory in conditions of adaptation of the system
and processes occurring in them to strategic innovative changes. It is determined that the methodology of
integrative security management in rural areas consists of the stages of assessing the potential of integrative
security, which in the approach proposed by the authors is based on identifying, analyzing, using and developing
the economic, social, environmental and technological potential of rural areas as a whole as a set of relevant
resources and processes; determining the boundaries of possible disturbances in the system; selecting models
formation and use, innovative diversification and improvement of the quality of the integrative security
potential; strategic management of integrative security based on the concept of business information
orientation and active investment request from the state, the concept of a "stakeholder" approach to strategic
planning, the concept of consolidated problem-oriented and territorial approaches, the concept of replacing the
potential of integrative security; the forecast of long-term protection of the main elements and processes of the
socio-economic system from the influence of external and internal disturbances. It is shown that the formation
of a system of proactive management of the development of rural territories of municipalities of regions is based
on the introduction of the methodology of "advanced" management using the target normative forecast of
strategic changes. Conclusions. The results of the study of methodological approaches to the management of
integrative security in rural areas of the regions can serve as a basis for assessing and developing projects for
the development of the potential of integrative security of rural areas of the regions in the conditions of growth
of strategic changes and transformation of socio-economic systems.

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THE THEORETICAL BASIS OF FINANCING NATURAL
CAPITAL BY PRIVATE INVESTORS

Abstract. The degradation of natural capital and the crisis in the provision of ecosystem services poses a
serious threat to sustainable corporate development. The use of private capital to finance the conservation
and restoration of natural capital is a new practice of sustainable financing. Although natural capital
financing is becoming an increasingly popular investment tool among private investors, the number of
studies on this topic is insignificant. The author describes this new investment area, offering a conceptual
framework that shows how natural capital can be financed by: pure private capital and mixed financing
structures. In the latter case, private capital is co-invested together with state or charitable capital. The
main element underlying both types of financing is the "monetization" of ecosystem services, that is, the
extent to which investments in natural capital can provide financial returns for private investors. Co-
investment and corresponding reduction of private capital risks is an important tool for improving the risk-
return ratio of investments in natural capital, thereby increasing their attractiveness to private investors.
This review contributes to the academic literature on how private investment can contribute to the
protection of natural capital, it complements the literature on sustainable finance, which focuses on
corporate finance.
