SMALL SETTLEMENTS INSIDE THE CITY

Abstract: The topic of territorial development of cities touches on the current issues of the modern economy.
The article discusses the economic aspects of the creation of small settlements within cities. The research
was based on the following methods: the method of expert survey using Google forms, the method of
calculating the estimated cost of objects based on the application of the software product "Adept.
Construction management", a method for calculating net discounted income (NPV), a method for calculating
the internal rate of return (IRR). Research results: the survey showed that people choose to live in a private
home for the sake of unity with the family, as well as for the sake of silence. The majority of respondents
consider it |mﬂortant to have well-groomed and equipped recreational areas, fencing of the territory with a
pass regime, the presence of paved roads, gasification of sites. The calculations performed indicate that the
cost of one individual house in the village with the proposed landscaping elements will amount to 9.5 million
rubles, while scattered private houses not connected by infrastructure will cost less - 8.2 million rubles.
Conclusions: calculations have shown that the selected elements of the infrastructure lead to an increase in
the cost of each house by 15%, while significantly improving living conditions. The results obtained can be
useful in calculating the economic efficiency of the construction of suburban and inner-city settlements.

EVALUATION OF THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE IMPLEMENTATION
OF THE MECHANISM DISTRIBUTION OF INTER-BUDGET TRANSFERS
BETWEEN THE SUBJECTS OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

Abstract: The article discusses the peculiarities of the distribution of inter-budgetary transfers between the
subjects of the Russian Federation. The purpose of the work is to evaluate the effectiveness of the
implementation of the mechanism for the distribution of these transfers. The research is based on systematic,
dynamic and structural approaches, as well as on economic and statistical methods of analysis. The paper
considers the share of tax and non-tax revenues of the subjects of the Russian Federation in the total income
of the consolidated budgets of the subjects of the Russian Federation in 2018-2020. About 49% of all tax and
non-tax revenues are concentrated in eight regions of the Russian Federation (Moscow, Saint Petersburg,
Moscow Region, Khanty-Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug — Yugra, Krasnodar and Krasnoyarsk Territories,
Sverdlovsk Region, Republic of Tatarstan). The grouping of the subjects of the Russian Federation by the
share of inter-budgetary transfers in 2022 showed a high degree of financial independence for four of them
- these are the cities of Moscow and St. Petersburg, the Sakha-Lin and Tyumen regions. The North Caucasian
Republics and the Republic of Tyva have had serious problems with the formation and execution of the budget
for quite a long time; In addition, in these regions there are no clearly formulated goals for socio-economic
development, effective mechanisms and Programs to achieve them. As a result, it is concluded that the current
system of tax distribution does not sufficiently comply with the principle of budgetary federalism, this is
manifested in the formalization of the role of municipalities as public administration bodies. The financial
assistance provided by the federal center to the subjects of the Russian Federation leads to a decrease in
their autonomy and independence, which contradicts the policy of budgetary federalism.

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DIGITALIZATION OF TAX CONTROL IN MODERN CONDITIONS

Abstract: The article discusses the main strategies for the development of tax control on individual digital
platforms that allow the tax authority to respond promptly to changes in the economy. The influence of
Information technologies on the effectiveness of control measures is justified, since due to tax control over
the activities of an economic entity. As a result of the analysis, it was found that the number of taxpayers in
the non-public sector of the economy is decreasing, which prevents budget replenishment, therefore, which
contributes to ensuring the economic security of the country in the process of using digital platforms. During
the preparation of the article, the method of statistical analysis of economic indicators was used on the
example of the Tula region. The conclusions obtained in the article, during the analysis of new tax control
platforms, allow us to give a predictable assessment of the sustainability of public finances with minimal
costs for the administration and collection of tax payments to the budget system of the Russian Federation,
as well as improving tax literacy of the population.
