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THE INFLUENCE OF THE PROBABILITY OF OCCURRENCE OF MAN-MADE
CATASTROPHES ON THE VALUE OF LAND PLOTS

Annotation. The impact of the probability of man-made disasters caused by the activities of factories on the
value of nearby land plots is relevant for a number of reasons, one of which is environmental problems and
risks associated with the activities of industrial enterprises. The article considers the need to create a risk
atlas of land plots to account for and control the condition of dangerous significant areas of the city. The
following methods were used in the work: the method of linear regression, the method of ﬂraphical
construction, the method of cartographic analysis based on modern GIS. The results of the study:
calculations have shown that the proximity to man-made dangerous objects has a small impact on the value
of the land plot, despite the potential risks. Conclusions: judging by the calculations carried out, the
proximity to industrial plants does not significantly affect the value of the land cPlot. Potential threats of a
technological nature have not been sufficiently studied and require more detailed study.

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THE LABOR POTENTIAL OF MEDICAL WORKERS:
ISSUES OF PROFESSIONAL BURNOUT

Abstract. The article is devoted to professional burnout of medical specialists - one of the key problems of
modern healthcare, leading to a decrease in the quality of medical care, turnover and shortage of medical
personnel. The study is based on a review of scientific publications on the factors, signs, stages and
consequences of professional burnout; secondary analysis of sociological data concerning the prevalence of
the phenomenon of professional burnout among Russians; analysis of the results of a mass survey of
metropolitan medical workers, conducted with the participation of the authors in 2019 and 2023. It has been
shown that such a factor as excessive workload remains: half of the doctors are very tired, every seventh
works at the limit of their strength. The reasons remain the same: increased production standards,
performance of functions of absent personnel, large volume of reporting. It is concluded that it is necessary
to improve the standardization of work for physicians and, at the same time, to prevent and relieve
professional burnout.

Abstract. Modern realities are increasingly forcing us to think about solving environmental problems in the
country and Russian regions. It should be noted that in recent years there has been a positive trend towards
the environmental agenda on the part of the younger generation. Today, it can be stated for sure that there
is a positive trend in the growth of conscious environmental behavior of young people, which allows to
eliminate possible risks and strategic environmental problems in the future. As the author's study showed,
implemented on data slices of one cohort (age 16-20 years) with an annual time lag in 2023, 80% of
respondents did not sort garbage and threw it into one container. In 2024, the number of these responses
decreased by almost 15%. One In five carries out separate garbage collection at home. The very problem of
environmental literacy has been highlighted by young people and most believe that the solution of
environmental problems in the future depends more on the actions of citizens themselves. The uniqueness of
the methodology proposed by the authors lies in the possibility of taking into account regional peculiarities
in the study of environmental issues in comparing the results with the data obtained during the monitoring
of VTSIOM. The identified trends and indicators can become the basis for making competent strategic
decisions on the "green™ agenda in the country and regions of the Russian Federation.

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FEATURES OF MARRIAGE AND FAMILY BEHAVIOR IN THE
REPUBLIC OF DAGESTAN IN MODERN CONDITIONS

Abstract. The purpose of this article is to identify the reasons and motives behind the transition to
unregistered family relationships in the Republic of Dagestan, which manifests itself in the form of a decrease
in the marriage rate and an increase in the divorce rate of families with children in the region. The research
methodology is based on an analysis of the dynamics of marriage and divorce rates in the region using tools
of theoretical generalization and statistical data analysis. The information base of the study consisted of data
from the State Committee on Statistics of Russia and its territorial bodies, legislative and regulatory acts of
the Russian Federation. Results. The statistical analysis of the processes of marriage and divorce of the
population of the republic made it possible to identify negative processes in the development of family and
marital behavior. It has been revealed that the number of registered marriages in the Republic of Dagestan
has been steadily decreasing over many years, and the number of divorced marriages, on the contrary, is
increasing. These trends are also confirmed by relative indicators - marriage and divorce rates calculated
per 1000 people. There are no significant differences in these processes between urban and rural areas; only
slight advances in all parameters are noted in rural areas. However, there has been a sharp acceleration in
the multidirectional dynamics of marriage and divorce rates in recent years, as well as an increase in the
proportion of births to women who are not in a registered marriage, which together gives rise to further
reflection in search of factors that have a negative impact and their relationship with social policy states.
Conclusions. In conclusion, a hgpothesis is put forward that the desire of citizens to hide their actual family
relationships from government bodies in the Republic of Dagestan in recent years, which manifests itself in
the form of an increase in the divorce rate with a simultaneous decrease in the marriage rate and an increase
in the number of births among women who are not officially married, is due to the implemented in the
country, family policy and the motive for receiving social assistance from the budget in the form of child
benefits. In order to confirm this assumption, the need to conduct a sample sociological survey of women
with children in the region is substantiated.
