BUSINESSTS IN THE CONTEXT OF GLOBAL INSTABILITY
(AS EXEMPLIFIED BY THE CITIES AND REGIONS OF THE SIBERIAN FEDERAL DISTRICT)

Abstract. The author’s interest in the problems of small and medium-sized businesses is associated with the
enormous role of this sector, since it is the most important component of the country's economy, largely
determining the level of economic development, a significant factor in the social sustainability of soclety,
and capable of reducing the territorial unevenness of the economic space. The study's goal is to examine the
recent state of small and medium-sized business development in the Siberian regions, where this sector
employs up to 36% of the economically active population. The study's methodology was based on research
conducted by domestic scientists, scientific articles, and official statistics. The study found that the bulk of
this economic activity occurs in large urban settlements, since it is here that entrepreneurs have the
opportunity to realize themselves and create their own enterprises. Siberian megacities benefit from
significant scientific potential, material resources, a workforce, and markets for their products. The global
instability of changes in Russia's socioeconomic space, combined with the imposed sanctions, has had a
negative Impact on this sector of the national economy, as has the loss of supplies of technological equipment
from abroad. With some confidence, we can say that small and medium-sized businesses in Siberian cities,
in modern conditions of high uncertainty and turbulence in the external environment, responded quite

uickly, but not without losses, to changes in the market economy. At the moment, which is associated with
the transformation of the entire system of development factors in regions and cities, the question of gradual
diversification of the economic structure becomes quite obvious due to the loss of the prevailing importance
of many large industrial entities, which previousl%/ ominated the countgl's economy, to smaller ones, namely
small and medium-sized businesses. The study's findings can be apg)lie to practical activities to investigate
the state, prospects, and challenges facing small and medium-sized businesses in the Siberian regions.

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THE STATE AND PROSPECTS OF DEVELOPMENT OF SPECIAL ECONOMIC
ZONES OF THE VOLGA FEDERAL DISTRICT

Annotation. The formation of economic growth points with government support is gaining momentum.
Special economic zones act as such a tool to attract investment and develop the regional economy. The article
considers the types of special economic zones, analyzes their creation and development on the territory of
the Russian Federation. The main preferential development conditions attractive to residents of the zones
are investigated. Ten special economic zones have been created in the Volga Federal District: "Alga”,
"Alabuga”, "Inno-polis™, "Novocheboksarsk™, "Perm", "Kulibin", "Orenburg Region”, "Almaz", "Tolyatti",
"Ulyanovsk™. Special attention is paid to four zones, two of which are located in the Republic of Tatarstan,
one in the Samara region and one in the Ulyanovsk region. This choice is justified by the longer duration of
their operation. The special economic zone of the industrial and production type "Alabuga™ occupies a
leading position. The second zone of Tatarstan "Innopolis” of a technical and innovative type is in second
place according to the results of the analysis, which indicates a high level of development and investment
attractiveness of the Republic of Tatarstan. Tolyatti and Ulyanovsk are inferior in terms of the main
indicators characterizing the special economic zone. The shares of special economic zones in the main
macroeconomic indicators of the regions are calculated. These calculations are confirmed by the assessment
(I;f éhe zones according to the methodology of the Ministry of Economic Development of the Russian
ederation.

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ASSESSMENT OF THE LEVEL OF DEVELOPMENT OF THE SOCIAL INFRASTRUCTURE OF RURAL
AREAS ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE MOSCOW REGION

Annotation. The presented study is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the state of the social
infrastructure of rural areas of the Moscow region based on official statistical data for 2022. The relevance
of the topic is due to the vital need to overcome the existing imbalances in the distribution of social
infrastructure facilities in order to create conditions for the consolidation of the population in rural areas
and conducting economic activities, which is a strategic vector of regional socio-economic policy. In the
theoretical part of the work, the interpretation of the essence of social infrastructure is given as a set of
industries, enterprises and activities, the functioning of which is aimed at satisfying the material, spiritual
and intellectual needs of the population. The system-forming factors of infrastructure development are
highlighted: availability of human resources, material and technical base and financial support. The
importance of balanced development of these components is emphasized in order to achieve the socio-
economic well-being of the region. In the empirical part, a detailed statistical analysis of the provision of
rural areas of the Moscow region with objects of various sectors of the social sphere was carried out:
healthcare, sports, trade, catering, household services, communications, housing, housing and communal
services, transport infrastructure. The strengths (developed trade infrastructure, active housing
construction, extensive road network) and weaknesses (social imbalances between districts, housing and
communal services problems, staff shortages and population outflow) were identified. Considerable
attention is paid to the agro-industrial complex as a key element of the socio-economic development of the
village, ensuring food security and creating jobs. The main components of the agro-industrial complex of
the region are analyzed, the negative dynamics of the reduction in the number of agricultural organizations
from 2020 to 2023 is noted. Based on the results of a comprehensive study and identified problems, a number
of recommendations are proposed: the creation of a regional program to establish uniform standards of
social infrastructure in rural areas with their spatial specialization; the formation of a "food bank™ as a
strategic reserve and agro-industrial clusters to integrate the potential of the village and ensure food security
in the region; the implementation of a policy of deurbanization with the creation of new jobs in agriculture,
industry and services in rural areas, popularization of rural lifestyle.

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SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL FACTORS OF MIGRATION OF THE POPULATION
OF THE REGIONS OF THE NORTH CAUCASUS FEDERAL DISTRICT

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to determine the level of migration mobility of the population of the
regions of the North Caucasus and to identify factors and deterrents to moving to another place of residence.
The analytical basis of the study was the results of a sociological survey among the adult population of the
national regions of the South of Russia and some other constituent entities of the Russian Federation.
Residents of the southern national regions of Russia took part in the surve?/ (but the majority (74%? were
residents of the Republic of Dagestan). The survageriod is 2023. The sample population Is 424 people. The
age of the respondents was 18-70 years. The IBM SPSS Statistics Brogram was used to analyze and process
the obtained data. As a result of a sociological survey of the problems of forming migration sentiments of
the population of the North Caucasus regions of Russia, It was revealed that subjective, moral and
psychological aspects in the form of attachment to their native places and the desire to raise children in a
traditional society are an important reason holding them back from migration. But at the same time, the
desire to give their children a good modern education was identified as the main motive for moving to another
city or region. About one third of the total population is involved in migration movements, and another tenth
intends to participate in the processes, which reflect the accumulated high migration potential in the regions.
A feature of the migration attitudes of modern Dagestan families is the prevailing tendency to move to large
cities in economically developed areas of the country. Conclusions. When developing strategic measures for
the socio-economic development of the territories of the North Caucasus, it is advisable to take into account
not only the objective factors of migration, but also the socio-psychological ones - those that shape the
migration behavior of the population. In the subsequent study of the motivations for migration processes, it
is important to take into account the role of informal social institutions in the form of religion, family-tribal
relationships, culture and traditions in decision-making in a Caucasian family about changing their
permanent place of residence outside their native region.

The authors have put forward and confirmed two
research hypotheses. First, in modern conditions, success and satisfaction with the quality of human life are
influenced by quite a lot of factors, but the degree of their influence is diverse. The second is that the "Family"
factor has the most significant impact on the studied category compared to other factors. The objectives of
this study are to identify and evaluate (using the author's previously tested model) the factors that influence
the success and satisfaction with the quality of human life. The object of the study is the population of a
typical Russian city. The subject is the success of an individual and the degree of influence of the "Family"
factor on this indicator. The patented database of the results of the longitudinal sociological study Taganrog-
2014 (which has been implemented on the basis of the ISEPN of the Federal Research Institute of the Russian
Academy of Sciences since 1967) was used as empirical data. The final iteration is subsidized in 2014).
Based on econometric modeling, the revealed patterns have both theoretical and practical value for
specialists, scientists, researchers and administrative workers who analyze options for assessing satisfaction
with the quality of life of the population, as well as family issues.

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THE ROLE OF IMPORTS AS THE FACTOR OF ENSURING ECONOMIC
GROWTH IN ARMENIA: CHALLENGES AND PROSPECTS

Abstract: Trade is an essential factor in ensuring the economic growth of every country. Therefore, we
identified the role of real imports in explaining statistically significant changes in the real GDP, and the role
of changes in the real household final consumption expenditures and real exports of goods and services in
explaining statistically significant changes in the real imports in the short-run, based on the least square
estimation technique and using quarterly data covering from the first quarter of 2012 to the second quarter
of 2023 to indicate the respective priorities to face external shocks and challenges, based on the scenarios
designed by us. The respective estimates allowed us to conclude that the real imports have started to have a
statistically significant impact in explaining the changes in the real GDP of Armenia due to the increased
role of imports in ensuring export growth in Armenia. The increased role of imports is substantiated by the
increased role of exports of services and goods and household final consumption expenditure due to the
small size of the domestic market of Armenia and the appreciated Armenian dram against the US dollar and
the Russian ruble. We stress the role of export diversification of those goods that Armenia has a comparative
advantage in producing thereof by export markets and increase in the share of value-added created in
Armenia with respect to the exported goods.

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PRODUCTS MAPPING: THE CASE OF ARMENIA

Abstract: From the point of view of the export promotion strategy, it is crucial to choose industries in which
a given country has comparative advantages and the development of which can lead to export-led economic
growth. In this article, the indices of Revealed Symmetrical Comparative Advantage (RSCA), Normalized
Revealed Symmetric Comparative Advantage (NRCA?], and the Trade Balance (TBI) were calculated based
on the export data of about 100 commodity groups (chapters at 2-digit level) of Harmonized System (HS) to
carry out the Products Mapping for the period 2018-2022. The market concentration index of exports and
the product concentration index of exports were also calculated as well. The results show that Armenia had
comparative advantages in producing some product groups, and in some, government support is required to
increase the competitiveness thereof. We conclude that the majority of products that Armenia has a
comparative advantage in producing thereof were mostly exported to Russia. We believe that it is necessar
to diversify merchandise exports since the concentration index of export markets in 2022 was 0.42
(normalized Herfindahl-Hirschman index), and exports of products should be channeled more to middle-
and upper-middle-income countries. This, in turn, would contribute to the transformation of the structure of
the Armenian economy.

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ANALYSIS AND COMPARISON OF RELEVANT METHODS IN THE FORMATION
OF AN OPTIMAL SECURITIES PORTFOLIO

Annotation. In the conditions of the modern market, there is a need for the most suitable investment of funds
in securities in order to obtain the greatest income. The article provides a comparative analysis of the main
methods that make it possible to do this most effectively. The study was based on the stock prices of the
largest companies in the American market for 2021. 2-3 large companies were selected from various sectors
of material production, IT, banking and socio-cultural orientation, thus forming a set of 20 assets. Based on
these data, models for building an optimal portfolio in the python - Anaconda language distribution were
implemented. So, first of all, 400,000 service portfolios were generated for the study using the classical
Markowitz model and then one of them (the most effective) was selected. Next, the CAPM model was subject
to review. Under the influence of some subjective positions, the authors identified a set of assets that were
interesting to them, through which they found the optimal portfolio. The final research method was the Elton-
Gruber-Padberg algorithm, which helped to form a portfolio with optimal indicators of profitability and risk.
Further, a comparative analysis of these methods was carried out in the work, which showed all their
advantages and disadvantages, as well as revealed the features of the application of each of them. Comparing
these models and their algorithms, some relationships were discovered, which were also described in the
article. Further, all the results obtained were interpreted graphically and models were compared according
to their main risk and profitability indicators and conclusions were drawn.

Attraction Sufficient private funding for post-conflict reconstruction
programmes is a key element in reducing the lead time and effectiveness of post-conflict reconstruction
programmes. Innovative environmental financing mechanisms are helping to attract private financing to
Post-cpnfllct reconstruction programmes.

Abstract. The relevance of the study is due to the need to imBrove the efficiency of budget management in
the Republic of Abkhazia, which is a key factor in the sustainable socio-economic development of the region.
The article examines the budget process management system, based on the evaluation criteria of the revenue
and expenditure side of the budget, assesses the existing problems in determining the effectiveness of using
budget funds, analyzes reports and considers issues arising in analytical work on the control and
construction of evaluation criteria. The authors propose a variant of the assessment from general to
Bartlcular_under the conditions of the introduction of indicators of the structure of the execution of specific
udget estimates, in comparison with payback and return on periods. The purpose of the study is to develop
a methodology for assessing the state of the republican budget, which allows to identify negative factors and
identify opportunities for optimizing the budget process. The research methods include the analysis of
statistical data, the use of the variance method and the weighted average normalized estimate. The expected
results of the study include the development of a system of evaluation indicators that will allow for a more
accurate assessment of the state of the budget and the level of use of budget potential. The proposed ways
include the introduction of a coefficient of provision of the population with budgetary funds, an economic
justification for budget overspending, as well as an algorithm for evaluating the diagnosis of the structure
of the revenue side of the budget and the efficiency of using budgetary resources.
